The world is getting industrialised at a very fast pace. Added to this is the
poisonous fuel discharge coming out of exhaust pipes of countless petrol-driven
cars. As a result, the amount of carbon-dioxide content of the atmosphere around
us is dangerously going up, reducing the proportion of oxygen— the life giving
gas that we inhale for purifying our blood and maintaining the functions of the
body. We know that carbon-dioxide released by us with our breath is required by
plants for preparing their food (chlorophyll) with the help of sunlight. But due to
the mass scale felling of trees and destructions of forests, the proportion of free
oxygen is lessening.
